APPLICATION FOR HIGHWAY ACCESS

All accesses granted by the Town of West Windsor must meet State and local B-71 Standards for Residential and Commercial Drives. A copy of these Standards is attached. Below is additional information, provided by the Highway Department and Selectboard that you will need to comply with:

1. Minimum culvert size shall be 15” x 30’. The need for and size of culverts shall be determined by the Selectboard and the Highway Foreman. 

2. A minimum of 10” of gravel or crushed stone shall be placed over the top of the culvert.

3. The driveway shall be constructed so that water runoff does not enter the Town highway.  Snow removed                                                        from drive cannot be placed in a Town Highway.
4. The Town of West Windsor assumes no responsibility for anything placed in the Town Highway right-of-way, i.e., mailboxes, signs, fences, driveway markers, etc.

5. Driveways must be designed and maintained for safe sight distances and traffic safety. If signage is required, signs shall be provided by the applicant.
6. Please MARK the proposed access properly with posts or survey tape. Not marking the access may mean a denial of the access and you will need to reapply and pay an additional fee.

7. Each access requires an application.

8. Once given initial approval from the West Windsor Selectboard, you have one year to complete the work, otherwise the approval becomes void and you must apply for an extension with the West Windsor Selectboard

Note: There is a fee of $25.00 due at the time of application.
