
WEST WINDSOR SELECTBOARD 
Draft Minutes 

November 29, 2011 

 

Present:  Glenn Seward, Tom Kenyon, Bruce Boedtker, Mike Spackman, Cathy Archibald, Martha 
Harrison 
 

1) Call to Order – Selectboard Chair Glenn Seward called the meeting to order at 7:30 AM.  
2) Changes/Additions – fireworks contract 
3) Town & Highway Budget discussion – Glenn noted that current use revenue was $32,000 more 

than anticipated. Glenn said he is assuming that Ralph Johnson will continue as Constable 
through June 30, 2012. Glenn said he is contacting the Sheriff’s Department, the State Police and 
the Town of Windsor to get an idea on the cost of alternative law enforcement arrangements. 
There was discussion about the regional police force concept, which is not progressing very 
quickly. Glenn noted that Legal Fees are over budget and should be increased for next year. 
Glenn suggested investing in a good off-site computer back up system. Bruce agreed. Mike said 
Cathy’s radio is going to have to be upgraded to narrow band. Glenn said the Conservation 
Commission would like another $5,000 to go to the Conservation Fund. Tom said Barbara Nilson 
has not given him a price for the property adjacent to the Bowers Covered Bridge yet. Glenn said 
the town is going to be responsible for 10% of the repair costs associated with Tropical Storm 
Irene but the Town Treasurer does not think we need to budget any extra for that at this time. 
Tom said the Selectboard can set the tax rate to cover it if necessary. Mike said Grafton has spent 
over $4 million on Irene repairs. Mike suggested budget amounts for highway expenses. Mike 
added that the highway department is replacing a culvert on Yale Heights today. Tom asked about 
the stone culvert by Smiths. Mike said something will have to be done there. Glenn suggested 
fixing it the next time we have paving done. Mike suggested a 3’ culvert. Mike said we’ll have to 
look at the salt budget again in December, and we should consider whether $60,000 is enough for 
the equipment fund. Tom said CVPS did a lot of tree removal this year. Mike said the large 
culvert on Coon Club needs work now and he can’t get hold of Todd Menees. Glenn said he will 
send Todd an email with some photos of the problem. Tom said the Library allocation is going to 
be $15,500. The Selectboard talked about hiring someone to maintain the town forest trails. 
Glenn suggested allocating $15,000. Tom said the parking issue needs to be resolved too. Glenn 
agreed and said maybe the town forest budget should stay at $25,000. Cathy said she has received 
a few funding requests from non-profits, including the Red Cross.  

4) Other Business – Town Clerk’s Orders: Glenn made a motion to sign the Town Clerk’s 

orders. Bruce seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. Fireworks contract: Glenn 
said he has a meeting on Thursday to discuss various issues with the Resort, including the 
fireworks contract, the footbridge, and plowing Cunningham’s parking lot. Tom made a motion 

to approve the fireworks contract, subject to Glenn’s discussion with the Resort. Bruce 
seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  

5) Executive Session: Personnel Matters – Tom made a motion to go into Executive Session to 

discuss personnel matters. Bruce seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. After 
discussion, Tom moved to come out of Executive Session. Bruce seconded the motion, which 

passed unanimously.  
6) Adjourn – The Selectboard adjourned by consensus at approximately 8:40 AM.
